Based on the test for a tone as set out in NZS 6802:1999 the noise from this unit does
not have a tonal component.

The Manukau City Council District Plan gives the noise levels for ventilation systems in
Rule 5.21.4 of the District Plan where acoustic standards for household units is required to
comply with the airport noise controls. This rule requires mechanical ventilation systems
to be:

no more than Leq 40dBA in the principal living room, no more than Leq 30dBA in the
other habitable rooms, and no more than Leq 40dBA in any hallway, in each building.
Noise levels from the mechanical system(s) shall be measured at least 1 metre away
from any diffuser.

Based on the above field measurement the DVS system will comply with the above noise
requirements of Rule 5.21.4 of the Manukau City Council District Plan.
